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BcL READING-INSPIRED CURRICULUM: ENGLISH READING
INTENT, IMPLEMENTATION AND IMPACT

	INTENT:

	We are determined that:

· Every pupil will learn to read, regardless of their background, needs or abilities.
· All pupils, including the weakest readers, make sufficient progress.
· Children are able to develop vocabulary, language comprehension, and a love of reading through stories, poems, rhymes and non-fiction.
· Children are familiar with, and enjoy listening to, a wide range of stories, poems, rhymes and non-fiction.
· The phonics programme (Twinkl Phonics) matches or exceeds the expectations of the national curriculum and the Early Learning Goals.
· All staff have clear expectations of pupils’ phonics progress term by term, from EYFS to Year 6 as appropriate. Pupils are provided with phonics support in KS2 according to need.
· The sequence of reading books shows cumulative progression in phonics knowledge that is matched closely to the school’s phonics programme. Children have access to phonetically decodable books through the Rhino Reader books, these are also used in KS2 where needed.
· Teachers will give pupils sufficient practice in reading and re-reading books that match the grapheme-phoneme correspondences they know, both in school and at home.
· Reading, including the teaching of systematic, synthetic phonics, is taught from the beginning of Reception.
· Ongoing assessment of pupils’ phonics progress is sufficiently frequent and detailed to identify any pupil who is falling behind the programme’s pace. If they do fall behind, targeted support is given immediately.
· All staff have training in the teaching of phonics and reading to ensure confidence and competence.
· Children are exposed to a breadth of high-quality texts during the writing teaching sequences which includes text analysis and deconstruction with rich opportunities for collaborative, and independent writing.  
· We give all children the opportunity to enter the magical worlds that books open up to them. We promote reading for pleasure as part of our wider curriculum.
· Children are encouraged to develop their own love of genres and authors and to review their books objectively.
· Children gain a deep love of literature across a range of genres, cultures and styles to promote and encourage readers.
· We have a reading culture where children are exposed to a range of high-quality texts in a variety of contexts and have opportunities to browse literature, as well as structured reading activities.
· Children build preferences in reading and choose to read a variety of texts.
· Children recognise individual authors and styles of reading that they enjoy.
· Children engage in book discussion in a range of contexts, alongside both adults and peers, linking to reading skills that they are familiar with.
· Children are given the opportunity to share and recommend a range of books

At Blyton cum Laughton we believe that speaking, listening, reading and writing are fundamental life skills, which enable children to communicate effectively in all areas of the curriculum and equips them for the challenges they will face in the wider world.

Using our school Christian Values, we will:

	IMPLEMENTATION:

	
Careful consideration is given to aligning reading with the overarching BcL Reading-Inspired curriculum and our BCL Extraordinary Lives wherever possible to help to build and retain knowledge and enhance cross-curricular learning.  This gives pupils the opportunity to make real life historical and geographical links to their developing knowledge.  We provide the following: 

· Carefully considered engaging curriculum texts and for reading for pleasure links
· Links made across the curriculum using high quality texts and genres (e.g. newspaper reports, non-fiction texts)
· High quality whole class stories 
· A focus on maintaining high quality, interesting and well-matched books in libraries at both sites (led by children in UKS2 at Blyton) 
· New books available for children to explore across the two sites and a vast selection outside the Headteacher’s office
· Book and a Bite and BcL500 Words events for parents to engage in reading
· Promotion of reading during World Book Day and involvement of parents to share a love of books
· Sharing books in worship and among classes at each school site
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Parental engagement and involvement through the use of bookmarks to encourage reading at home 
· Activities and tasks provide learners with the appropriate level of support and challenge.









	IMPACT

	
We endeavour to increase children’s knowledge and understanding, so that they become proficient in selecting and using scientific equipment, collating and interpreting results as well as becoming increasingly confident in their ability to draw conclusions based on real evidence.  Our curriculum delivery is designed to promote critical thinking, questioning skills and the use of a wider range of vocabulary in communicating with their peers.  

End points:

By the end of EYFS, pupils will:

· Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions when being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions;
· Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding;
· Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary;
· Anticipate – where appropriate – key events in stories;
· Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role-play.
· Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs;
· Read words consistent with their phonic knowledge by sound-blending;
· Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common exception words.

By the end of Key Stage 1, pupils will:

· continue to apply phonic knowledge and skills as the route to decode words until automatic decoding has become embedded and reading is fluent
· read accurately by blending the sounds in words that contain the graphemes taught so far, especially recognising alternative sounds for graphemes
· read accurately words of two or more syllables that contain the same graphemes as above
· read words containing common suffixes
· read further common exception words, noting unusual correspondences between spelling and sound and where these occur in the word
· read most words quickly and accurately, without overt sounding and blending, when they have been frequently encountered
· read aloud books closely matched to their improving phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words accurately, automatically and without undue hesitation
· re-read these books to build up their fluency and confidence in word reading

Develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding by:

· listening to, discussing and expressing views about a wide range of contemporary and classic poetry, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently
· discussing the sequence of events in books and how items of information are related
· becoming increasingly familiar with and retelling a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales
· being introduced to non-fiction books that are structured in different ways
· recognising simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry
· discussing and clarifying the meanings of words, linking new meanings to known vocabulary
· discussing their favourite words and phrases
· continuing to build up a repertoire of poems learnt by heart, appreciating these and reciting some, with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear

Understand both the books that they can already read accurately and fluently and those that they listen to by:

· drawing on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher
· checking that the text makes sense to them as they read and correcting inaccurate reading
· making inferences on the basis of what is being said and done
· answering and asking questions
· predicting what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far
· participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those that they can read for themselves, taking turns and listening to what others say
· explain and discuss their understanding of books, poems and other material, both those that they listen to and those that they read for themselves.

By the end of Key Stage 2, pupils will:

· apply their growing knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes (morphology and etymology), as listed in English Appendix 1, both to read aloud and to understand the meaning of new words that they meet.

Maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding of what they read by:

· continuing to read and discuss an increasingly wide range of fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and reference books or textbooks
· reading books that are structured in different ways and reading for a range of purposes
· increasing their familiarity with a wide range of books, including myths, legends and traditional stories, modern fiction, fiction from our literary heritage, and books from other cultures and traditions
· recommending books that they have read to their peers, giving reasons for their choices
· identifying and discussing themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing
· making comparisons within and across books
· learning a wider range of poetry by heart
· preparing poems and plays to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone and volume so that the meaning is clear to an audience



Understand what they read by:

· checking that the book makes sense to them, discussing their understanding and exploring the meaning of words in context
· asking questions to improve their understanding
· drawing inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and justifying inferences with evidence
· predicting what might happen from details stated and implied
· summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details that support the main ideas
· identifying how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning
· discuss and evaluate how authors use language, including figurative language, considering the impact on the reader
· distinguish between statements of fact and opinion
· retrieve, record and present information from non-fiction
· participate in discussions about books that are read to them and those they can read for themselves, building on their own and others’ ideas and challenging views courteously
· explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, including through formal presentations and debates, maintaining a focus on the topic and using notes where necessary
· provide reasoned justifications for their views.
