The books that are inspiring our learning this term are ‘Beegu’, ‘Boot’ ‘Wildsmith’ and ‘Little Red Riding Hood’. We will discover what it means to belong and why we belong. We will think about what makes us all special. This is intertwined with our Friendship Christian value. Our PSHE focus is Health & Wellbeing and Relationships.
